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Professor Dr. Ali H. Ad'hiah graduated from the Department of
Biology (College of Education for Pure Science-lbn Al-
Haitham/University of Baghdad) in 1979 and was appointed in the
same college as a laboratory assistant because he was among the top
ten in the college. In late 1985, he was awarded a Ph.D. scholarship
to study in the UK, and in 1990, he obtained a Ph.D. in
Immunogenetics from the Department of Human Genetics
(University of Newcastle upon Tyne). He returned to Iraq in 1990,
where he worked as a lecturer at the College of Education for Pure
Science-lbn Al-Haitham. In 2022, he moved to the Tropical Biological
Research Unit (College of Science/University of Baghdad) to work
there as a lecturer and researcher, and he continued to work there
until his retirement on July 1, 2024. His scientific career included
teaching, conducting research, and supervising postgraduate
students. He published 90 research papers in scientific journals and
supervised more than 90 M.Sc. and Ph.D. students. In addition, he



contributed as an advisory board member and editor to many Iraqi
scientific journals, the most recent of which was his position as
Editor-in-Chief of the Iraqgi Journal of Science. Dr. Ali Ad'hiah was also
a scientific reviewer for more than 30 international scientific

journals.
